Comic Strip Project
For this assignment, you are to create a minimum of a fifteen-frame comic strip based on a topic or story that is school appropriate.  You may use the Internet to find appropriate clip art images, if needed, or can just use the ClipArt gallery in Word.  Not all ClipArt from Word will work; if you go to insert it and get an error or just see letters/numbers, it is because it’s from a blocked website.  Do not use actual picture images, use only ClipArt images.  To help with this, when searching in the ClipArt gallery, make sure the only box selected under “Results Should Be” is the “ClipArt” box.  When inserting a ClipArt image onto a colored background, remember, you may need to “Set Transparent Color” on your ClipArt image in order to get rid of the white space around the actual image.
The first box of your comic strip should be a title box; in there you need the name of the comic strip, the author’s (your) name, and a character or scene.  Throughout it all be creative and use lots of pictures and colors. Really show the background (trees or buildings, or furniture if it is an inside scene).  Use callouts for any and all dialogue going on throughout the comic.  When writing the story line, use textboxes but take the border off of the textbox.  The majority of your boxes need a story line in them.  Use the crop tool to crop out any unnecessary parts of ClipArt images. Check your spelling and make sure all text is legible!  You can use the same image throughout and rotate/flip it when necessary or add objects to it.  You can also find similar ClipArt people if you want to have the person in a different position.
TO SET UP COMIC STRIP:  Change your orientation to Landscape and your margins to Narrow.  Insert a 5 x 3 table into your document.  After going to the Layout Tab, choose Select – Table and then with the table selected, change the height and width of your table to 2”.  If your table seems off-centered on your paper, press Ctrl and E while your table is selected to center it.

Save the completed project as “Name of Comic” in your Word folder on your S: drive and then submit it to Edmodo.
