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ARTICLE ONE
You are going to create a newsletter with articles that can be on any subject which you choose.  They can be over school topics (an article about various classes you have this year), world issues (look online for current events and summarize those articles), or articles about you.  Make sure each article has a title that has text effects; make sure you can tell where the titles are!  You need to use Times New Roman font but can increase the font size if needed; the maximum font size for the articles is 15 point, and the maximum size for the article titles is 17 point.

RTICLE TWO - You need a minimum of four articles throughout this newsletter.  The articles need to all relate in someway or be about the same general topic.  (Ex. All about dolphins, all about you, all about random topics)  Make sure you have the appropriate text alignment set for the newsletter.  Think back to which of the five types of alignment is used for publications such as books, magazines, etc. and use that one.

  


ARTICLE THREE

There also needs to be at least two pictures located throughout the newsletter.   There needs to be a text box caption below both of the pictures.  The text wrapping for the pictures and the captions needs to be set on “tight.”  This makes the text wrap or form tightly around the picture.  The pictures and captions need to also be in line with the columns.
ARTICLE FOUR

You may use whatever setup for the newsletter that you wish.  The only specifications are that you need to have at least three different types of columns in the newsletter.  How you arrange them and in what order the columns are set is up to you.  Your Newsletter title needs to be created using multiple Text Effects.  You also need to have some sort of separation between your Newsletter heading and the articles.  This separation needs to be a formatted bottom border.  You may also be creative and include a page border if desired.  You need to format the newsletter to fit on one page.  Depending on how much information you have, that might mean making text smaller, adjusting the margins, making pictures smaller, etc. 

ARTICLE FIVE

One of your articles, preferably your final one, needs to be a “Letter From the Editor.”  In this article, you are writing a letter to me about whatever you want.  It can be an opinion about the general topic of the newsletter, about this class, about life in general, or even a funny story or talent you want to share.  Good luck and BE CREATIVE through it all!!  Save and Submit when done!
