PowerPoint #2 – Informational Topic Presentation
For this next PowerPoint, you are going to give an informational presentation to the class on the topic of your choice.  Choose a school appropriate subject, a topic, an issue, etc. that interests you and research information about it.  (No two students can have the same topic!)  Once you have a topic decided, you can let me know what it is.  Then fill out the Topic Outline on the back of these instructions; I need to then see your outline to show that you have brainstormed ideas on which to research.  The following PowerPoint requirements are:
· All three PowerPoint rules followed!

· A general theme/color scheme must be used 
(You may either apply an edited theme to all slides or create your own “theme” by having a general color scheme, shapes, etc. throughout.)
· Three slide sections applied & renamed

· Transitions between each slide

· Appropriate uses of Animation (at least 5)
· A functioning hyperlink to a website
· A screen tip for the hyperlink

· Master Slide(s) modified and used
· A change to every slide

· A change to a specific layout

· Pictures used throughout
· At least one is used as a background

· Work cited slide –final slide of presentation with a listing of all websites used

There is no minimum slide requirement for this PowerPoint; however, your presentation must be at least 2 minutes and 45 seconds in length.  You must thoroughly cover the topic throughout the presentation.  When you decide you are done, make sure you time yourself while going through your entire presentation to see if you fall within the time limit; remember, you typically talk faster when you are up in front of people so keep that in mind when you rehearse!!
When finished, save the file as your topic name & submit it to Edmodo.  You do not need to turn a rubric into the tray, however there is one posted on Edmodo which I suggest you open and look over BEFORE you turn in your project.
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
