An Interactive PowerPoint Story
Using PowerPoint, you are to create an interactive story where the reader decides what happens next in the story.  The story can be over any topic that you choose as long as it is school appropriate.  Topics referring to drugs, alcohol, violence, guns/weapons, etc. are not allowed!  In interactive stories, the stories start with a common story line or theme but then changes direction, based on what the reader decides, with each upcoming “page”.  At the end of each “page” / slide, the reader is given options on where the story will go next.  Essentially, there is no one story path; there are several possible story endings.  Before beginning this project, you need to fill out the Story Map provided to have your story line approved, to show you have thought your story through, and to help you when creating and linking your story and all of the slides.
For the PowerPoint itself, the following must be included:

· At least 20 slides, slide #1 being the Title Slide of the Story (“book title page”)
· Creative backgrounds on each slide that relate to the story line
· Common backgrounds among various lines in the story

· Example: if the story has two slides when they are in a kitchen, keep the “kitchen backgrounds” the same or very similar
· Animation on at least ½ of the “pages” / slides
· Transitions between all slides (Do not make them distracting though!!)

· Characters or images need to make the story “come to life”
· Only animated objects, people, etc.  No real-life photographs should be used!
· Don’t forget to “set the transparent color” for ClipArt that has the white box around it.
· Once a story line ends, the final “page” should contain an action button linking the story back to the beginning.

Every slide must have the following:
· Visible text for the story itself 

· Action buttons displaying the next two options the story line could take
· Characters or images from the story

On each of the “final slides” where a particular story line ends:

· You still need to have story line text on it where you are “wrapping up” that particular story line.

· On these slides, you also need an action button that will take the reader back to either the Title Slide or slide 2 where the story begins.


** When you are linking the action buttons or shapes that have the story line choices on them, MAKE SURE that you either:

· Click on the object, go to the Insert Tab and then click the Action button to link it OR 

· Right click on the outside border of the object and choose Hyperlink

DO NOT right click inside of the object and then choose hyperlink; that will only hyperlink the text, not the entire action button or shape. 


** You can’t have essentially the same exact look for every slide (same objects or scene never really changing) and expect to get a good grade on this; it’s your final project so it should be your best!!!

You may have more than 20 slides or can choose to take some story lines farther than others!
In order to get an A on this project, you must go “above and beyond” the minimum requirements.
Example: Exceptional animation on every slide & more slides than required
